Failure to Serve. On the one hundredth thirtteth-(+36th) (100™) day
following the filing of the complaint, or on the fourteenth (14") day

following an extension of time to serve, if proof of service has not yet been
filed, the clerk will prepare an order to show cause with notice to plaintiff
why the case should not be dismissed without prejudice and submit it to the



assigned district judge for signature.
